This Car Audio unit can be equipped with two video system.

Public Address (PA), Setting the Clock & Alarm Programming

- PUBLIC ADDRESS (PA)
- The Radio is equipped with three microphone input for public
address purposes.

- MICROPHONE ONE (MIC 1)
When the microphone press-to talk switch is activated on
microphone one(MIC 1), the current program audio output is
interrupted, "MIC 1" appears on the display and the microphone
voice input can be heard through the speakers. When the
microphone switch is released, the previous program audio output
is restored and “MIC 1" disappears from display. Output level

heard through the speakers, is controlled with MIC 1 volume control.

Note : Mic 1 input uses CSS/CRC-103M series microphones.

- MICROPHONE TWO (MIC 2)
When the microphone press-to-talk switch is activated on
microphone two(MIC 2), the current program audio output is
interrupted, “MIC 2" appears on the display and the microphone
voice input can be heard through the speakers. When the
microphone switch is released, the previous program audio output
is restored and “MIC 2’ disappears from display. Output level
heard through the speakers, is controlled with the Radio volume
control.
Note : MIC 2 input uses CSS/CRC-105 series and gooseneck type
microphone.
MIC 2 volume levels will be memorized by the unit from
previous set level during normal operation and when radio
is turned off.
MIC 2 has priority over the other two microphones.

- MICROPHONE THREE (MIC 3)
This microphone has the same operation with microphone two.

Simply press it to power the unit on. Press it again to power it off.

For example: enter: 25:00, it will automatically start playing
the track from point of the twenty-fifth minutes in the disc.

Press the PRT (18) button to play the selected track (file) repeatedly.
Press the RPT button again to cancel RPT feature.

19. RDM button
Press the RDM (19) button to play the tracks in a random sequence.
Press the RDM button again to cancel RDM feature.

20. SETUP button
On playing mode, press SETUP (20) button, menu will be showed
on the TV screen. (4 mode: General set, Audio set, Preferences,
Exit menu) '
Press ENTER (16) button to confirm after selecting your desired
content:
a. General set: set TV system, picture mode, angle mark and

language.
b. Audio set: set audio output, OP mode, L + R, Dynanic, audio
set and soon.

c. Preferences: set TV system, Video output etc.
d. Press SETUP (20) button again to cancel menu set.

21. PROG button
On CD, VCD mode, press this button to set the program order to
play. Press Prog (21) button, and television displays programming
P00:00. Set the program order to play them by using digits (5)
buttons, and then press the PLAY (3) to play.

22. ZOOM button
On VCD, DVD playing mode, press ZOOM (22) button once for 2x zoom
in, twice for 3x zoom in, third for 4x zoom in, fourth for 1/2x zoom out,
fifth for 1/3x zoom out, sixth for 1/4x zoom out, seventh for normal play.

23. DSP button
Press DSP (23) button repeatedly to select from Flat, Classic, Pop or
Rock.

24, OSD button

29. SLOW button
On DVD playing mode, press the SLOW (29) button once for 1/2x slow
advance, twice for 1/4x slow advance, third for 1/8x slow advance, fourth
for 1/16x slow advance, fifth for normal play.
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
